	The competition date – May 4-5, 2007.



	LOCATION:
	Friday and Saturday, May 4-5, 2007-The competition will take place at Palm Beach County Public Schools Transportation Compound, 2775 Homewood Rd., West Palm Beach, Florida. (Directions included on following pages).



	FEES:
	The registration fee of $150.00 (per district) will be due by April 2, 2007. The cost of registration includes Conventional Bus Competition Team Members, Technicians Team Members and the Transit Team Members. Districts may send contestants for any or all of the three phases of the competition. Please make your check payable to Osceola FAPT State Safety Skills Account. Dinner tickets will be provided at no cost to each participating district contestant.  Please enclose the request for any additional tickets and payment ($10.00) each with your registration fee. 	EVENTS:
	Registration begins at 12:00 noon, Friday, May 4, 2007.
The pre-trip inspection will be held on Friday, May 4, 2007, starting at 1:00 pm continuously until 4:00 PM.  The bus operator written test will be starting at 1:00 p.m. continuously until 3:30 p.m.  Registration on Saturday, May 5, 2007, will be at 7:00 am. All make-up events (drivers written and pre-trip tests) will be held at 8:45 for any team that cannot participate on Friday.  Please pick-up your schedule at that time.  Saturday, May 5, 2007, at 8:15 am, there will be a course RIDE-thru.  

The maximum number of contestants allowed per district will be three drivers for the Conventional Bus Team, one service technician and one inspector for the Technicians Team, and two drivers for the Transit Style Bus Team.  You may bring an alternate driver which would be eligible to replace a driver in either bus team competition.    SEE ATTACHED ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS. 
The alternate driver for your team will need to be pre-registered through Daphney Krause when the registrations are sent in.  If an alternate driver will be taking the place of a driver on Saturday, you will need to let that be known at the registration desk when signing in on Saturday morning.  Schedules for each team will be included in your registration packet and/or bulletin board or public address announcement. Team numbers will be drawn at time of registration.  Teams must advise individual driving order at time of registration.

	BUSES:
	Due to costs of mass mailing we are unable to mail a Competitors Guide Book.  To receive a copy of the current book you may visit the FAPT web site at http://www.faptflorida.org.  Or you may email Mike Barnett at barnetj@ocps.net and a copy will be emailed to you.  PLEASE MAKE SURE YOU USE THE 2007 MANUAL ONLY, THERE ARE MANY CHANGES THIS YEAR AND THIS WILL INSURE YOU HAVE THE MOST ACCURATE INFORMATION.

Competition buses will be 65-passenger conventional buses and 78/84-passenger transit style buses.  They will be equipped with busboy crossover mirrors, split west coast mirrors, high back driver seat with shoulder strap seat belt (that must be worn).  Buses could have manual or automatic doors depending on availability of host district.  Pre-trip buses will be 65 passenger conventional buses for all competitors.





The dinner will be held Friday night at 7:00 PM, location to be determined.  The theme for the dinner is “Marti Gras”.  Let’s all dress accordingly to the theme and enjoy the evening.


               Awards Ceremony will be held on Saturday at the close of competition.

CONVENTIONAL BUS COMPETITION

ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS

1. Each district is allowed to provide one team of three (3) bus operators to attend the State competition.  

2. Bus operators will be selected by the district and may consist of bus operators employed directly by the district or bus operators contracted by the district to transport school children.

3. Districts with less than three (3) bus operators available to compete may combine with other districts to form a complete team if they choose to do so.  No district may supply more than a total of three (3) bus operators for this competition.

4. In order to qualify for the competition each competitor must hold a valid Florida Commercial Drivers License with all appropriate endorsements applicable to the operation of a school bus for the purpose of transporting students and State of Florida Medical Examiners Certificate.  In addition he/she must not have pled or been found guilty of either a moving violation or accident, nor have he/she been involved in an incident of which he/she was adjudicated by attending a traffic school within the twelve months prior to the competition date.
5. Individual scores will be used to determine driver’s eligibility for the NSTA School Bus Driver International Safety Competition.  The highest score for a school district employee and the highest score for a contractor employee are eligible for the international competition.  In addition each employee must finish in the overall top ten (10) of the state competition to be eligible for the international competition.  If the highest score for either group does not place in the top ten of the state competition then the second highest score from the other group would replace that person.
6. In the case where the individual with the highest score representing a district or contractor cannot participate in the international competition then the next highest score from that group would be eligible provided they meet the requirements above.

TRANSIT STYLE BUS COMPETITION

ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS

1. Each district is allowed to provide one team of two (2) bus operators to attend this State competition.  

2. Bus operators will be selected by the district and may consist of bus operators employed directly by the district or bus operators contracted by the district to transport school children.

3. In order to qualify for the competition each competitor must hold a valid Florida Commercial Drivers License with all appropriate endorsements applicable to the operation of a school bus for the purpose of transporting students and State of Florida Medical Examiners Certificate.  In addition he/she must not have pled or been found guilty of either a moving violation or accident, nor have he/she been involved in an incident of which he/she was adjudicated by attending a traffic school within the twelve months prior to the competition date.
4. Individual scores will be used to determine driver’s eligibility for the NSTA School Bus Driver International Safety Competition.  The highest score for a school district employee and the highest score for a contractor employee are eligible for the international competition.  In addition each employee must finish in the overall top ten (10) of the state competition to be eligible for the international competition.  If the highest score for either group does not place in the top ten of the state competition then the second highest score from the other group would replace that person.
5. In the case where the individual with the highest score representing a district or contractor cannot participate in the international competition then the next highest score from that group would be eligible provided they meet the requirements above.

SERVICE TECHNICIAN COMPETITION

ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS

1.
Each district is allowed to provide one service technician to attend the State competition.  Each districts service Technician Competition score will be combined with their Inspectors Competition score to determine the top team.
2.
Service Technicians must be currently employed by the district for which they are competing and will be selected by the district. 

3.
In order to qualify for the competition each competitor must hold a valid Florida Commercial Drivers License with all appropriate endorsements applicable to the operation of a school bus. 

4.
The top individual in the Service Technician Competition will be eligible for the NAPT National Technicians and Inspectors Competition.  
5.
In the case where the individual with the highest score in the Technician Competition cannot participate in the national competition then the next highest score in the Technician Competition would be eligible provided they meet the requirements above.

ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS

1.
Each district is allowed to provide one inspector to attend the State competition.  Each districts Inspector Competition score will be combined with their Technicians Competition score to determine the top team.
2.
Inspectors must be currently employed by the district for which they are competing and will be selected by the district. 

3.
In order to qualify for the competition each competitor must hold a valid Florida Commercial Drivers License with all appropriate endorsements applicable to the operation of a school bus.  Also each competitor must be a State Certified School Bus Inspector. 

4.
The top individual in the Inspectors Competition will be eligible for the NAPT National Technicians and Inspectors Competition.  
5.
In the case where the individual with the highest score in the Inspector Competition cannot participate in the national competition then the next highest score in the Inspector Competition would be eligible provided they meet the requirements above.
